Rules and regulations 

There are several million visitors each year, and you have to follow some basic rules for this nature

1. More than 1,000 bags of litter have to be collected each year alongside the routes in the

National Park.

The Park has 560 kilometres of these routes, which

lead to the most fascinating lookout points.

9. Horse-riding is only allowed on those routes marked accordingly.

10. On most of the National Park's route you can go cycling and mountain cycling at your own

risk. Routes that are used by too many hikers are closed for cyclists. Please pay attention to

the signs. Please always keep in mind that hikers take priority in any case!
